I. About Shanghai Conservatory of Music

As the founder and incubator of modern professional music education in China, Shanghai Conservatory of Music (SHCM) is one of the first universities supported by the “Double First-Class” initiative. It has long been recognized as “the cradle of musicians” both at home and abroad with its prestigious status in China’s music education.
Shanghai Conservatory of Musi (SHCM), formerly the National Conservatory of Music, was founded on November 27, 1927 by Mr. Cai Yuanpei and Dr. Xiao Youmei as the first independent music institution of higher education in China. Under the leadership of its first president Cai Yuanpei, this conservatory laid a good foundation of a scientific profession and disciplinary system for China’s professional music education with the goal of developing Chinese music by learning from the West, and introducing new methods and elements to reinforce the Chinese music system. In 1956, SHCM became a key university under the direct administration of the Ministry of Culture of the PRC and received its current name. Now it is under joint administration by both the Ministry of Culture and Tourism of the PRC and the Shanghai Municipal Government. In 2017, SHCM was listed among the first universities supported by the “Double First-Class” initiative and selected as part of the Local High-level University Construction Scheme of Shanghai.
SHCM is the only professional music institution in China which has three doctoral degree programs for first-level disciplines including Art Theory, Musicology & Dancology and Drama & Film Studies. It has established a complete and comprehensive disciplinary system combining music creation, music performance, music theory and applied music.
Faculty members and students of SHCM, including Liao Changyong, Xu Shuya, Li Jian, Song Siheng, Huang Mengla, Yang Guang, Shen Yang, Sun Yingdi, Wang Zhijiong, Wang Jue, Yu Guanqun, Chen Musheng, Shen Zikai, etc. have won awards in various international music competitions, such as the International Singing Competition of Toulouse, Plácido Domingo's Operalia, Besancon International Symphony Composition Competition, Marguerite LONG International Piano Competition, BC Cardiff Singer of the World, Paganini International Violin Competition, International Franz Liszt Piano Competition, Yehudi Menuhin International Violin Competition, International Tchaikovsky Competition, Lionel Tertis International Viola Competition.
Now, all the faculty members and students of SHCM are committed to promoting top quality music education and establishing SHCM as a leader in the international music community. We will strictly advance SHCM’s three-step strategy of development by insisting on the right direction of school running, striving for the goal of promoting first-class music education, adhering to fine traditions and advocating reform and development. We will continue to exert every effort to build a world-class conservatory with distinctive Chinese characteristics and important international influence.

III. Duration of the Program

The duration of the program is basically three years.

IV. Enrollment Quota
We plan to enroll 48 students on the basis of competitive selection according to the candidates’ performance. 

V. Application Qualifications
i） Applicants should be a non-Chinese citizen with a valid foreign passport. He/she must be 18 years old or above and under 45 years old and be in good health with good moral character.

ii） Applicants should comply with the Constitution and laws of the People’s Republic of China.
iii） Applicants should have a Bachelor’s Degree or a degree equivalent to a Bachelor’s Degree or above.

iv） Applicants should have certain music knowledge and good professional ability.
v） Language requirements: HSK 6 of the former Chinese Proficiency Test or HSK 4 Certificate of the current Chinese Proficiency Test (not less than 210 points).

VI. Application Process
I) Submission of Application Materials 
Applicants should post the application materials to International Education Division (subject to the date of the postmark) and email the electronic version of the application materials to 2205542773@qq.com (with the title: Your Name+Country+Master Program Application Materials) before April. 30th. 2019.

· Original copy of transcripts of all courses the applicant has taken during his/her undergraduate years. A Chinese or English translation is required for transcript in other languages than Chinese and English.
· Application materials related to applicant’s major (See Appendix I for details)
· 3 identification photos in the size of 2.5cm * 3.5cm

· A photocopy of the original Chinese Proficiency Test (HSK) certificate
※ No matter whether accepted or not, application materials submitted by the applicants will not be returned. For details of the examination schedule, please refer to the Entrance Examination Schedule which you can get during on-site information confirmation.
II) On-site Confirmation
The International Education Division will send exam notices by email to those whose application materials have passed the review. Qualified applicants should confirm his/her information and pay the application fee (RMB 600 yuan) on-site in SHCM’s Graduate Admissions Office on May 22 – 23, 2019. Applicants will get the Exam Attendance Docket and the Entrance Examination Schedule after his/her information is verified.

※ Materials required for the on-site confirmation include:

Original passport, exam notice, original diploma, original degree certificate, original HSK certificate

※ Where an applicant applying for chamber music program needs an ensemble as the accompaniment, he/she should confirm it on site one week in advance so that we can arrange it properly.

IX. Tuition and Scholarship Policy

The tuition for international graduate students is RMB 40,000 / year.

Interview content:

Vocal Performance A

Applicants should prepare a total of 8 Chinese and Western representative songs in different styles. Among them, there should be 2 Western opera selections and 2 Western art songs. The judging panel committee will select some on site for the test. 
4. Vocal Performance (Folk Style Singing)
Interview content:

Vocal Performance B
Applicants should prepare a total of 8 Chinese compositions. 1)Chinese classical songs 2)Ancient Chinese Poetry songs 3)Chinese opera songs 4)Chinese Folk Song or adapted folk song 5)Chinese drama or drama styled works 6)Modern styled Chinese works 7)Folk Song from the applicant’s country 8)Western works (no restriction on language and styles). 

The applicant is required to sing 4 songs during the test, with 2 songs of different language at the applicant’s choice, while the remaining 2 songs will be chosen by the judging panel.
5. Vocal Performance (Musical Singing)
Interview content:

Musical Singing
Candidates are required to prepare 8 vocal works, including 3 songs of representative Western musicals, 2 music pieces of Chinese musicals, operas, traditional opera, etc., 1 Chinese and 1 foreign vocal pop music work of your own choice.

Test order: 1) Vocal singing: 3 songs.

(a) Candidates will choose 2 songs, one must be Western (English) musical classics and another Chinese musical work (musicals, opera, traditional opera, etc.)

b) The judging panel committee will select one song.

2) Dance performance: 
a) perform a dance section of your choice.

b) Imitate a dance movement (not limited to one certain dance style)
3) Drama performance:

a) Recite a poem, prose or monologue.

b) Improvising a short drama or opusculum with the topic drawn by lottery.

6. Piano Performance Audition

Part A: Piano Performance

Repertoire Requirements: No fewer than 60 minutes, including

1) Two virtuosic etudes (one of which must be by Chopin, excluding Op. 10 No. 3, 6 and Op. 25 No.7);

2) One work by J.S. Bach, such as a WTC or a Suite;

3) One Classical sonata by Haydn, Mozart, Beethoven or Schubert; 

4) One or more substantial Romantic work(s);

5) One modern work from the 20th or 21st century.

All pieces should be performed from memory. The actual selections to be heard will be chosen by the jury. 

Part B: Interview：An interview by the jury, lasting 5-10 minutes.

Part C: Sight-reading：Sight-reading of a short piece.

7. Orchestral Instruments Performance

Interview Content:
The specific requirements for “Orchestral Instruments Performance” are as follow:
Violin

1) The first movement or the second and third movements of a large concerto for violin and orchestra, or a mesoscale virtuoso piece.

2) The first two movements (Adagio or Grave, and Fuga) from Solo Violin Sonata by J.S. Bach or a chaconne music piece.

3) One of the 24 Caprices for Violin by Paganini
Viola
1) Prelude and Sarabande from one of the suites by J. S. Bach.
2) A slow and a fast movement from one of the suites by M. Reger
3) The first movement or the second and third movements from a large concerto (including Bartok Concerto, Schwanendreher by Hindemith, or Suites by Bloch)
Cello
1) One of Piatti’s 12 Caprices.
2) The Prelude and Sarabande from one of Suites No.4/5/6 by J. S. Bach.
3) The first movement of a large concerto
Double Bass

1) One Caprice for double bass.

2) One Prelude and One Sarabande from any polyphonic work.
3) One major concerto or standard sonata.

The total duration of all the music pieces a candidate chooses to play should be no less than 25 minutes.

Harp
1) One etude from Bach-Grandjany Etudes.
2) Two contrasting large music works, such as Faure Impromtu, Hindemith Sonata.
3) Any one of  Debussy, Ravel and Mozart’s Harp Concerto.

Wind Instruments (excluding Clarinet)

1) One scale and arpeggio above four sharps and flats (include four sharps and flats), play with both legato and staccato articulation.
2) One etudes featuring respectively musicality and one technique-based performance.

3) One large sonata, concerto or virtuoso piece.

Clarinet

1)  One scale and arpeggio above four sharps and flats (include four sharps and flats), play with both legato and staccato articulation.

2)  One etudes featuring respectively musicality and one technique-based performance.
3)  One large sonata, concerto or virtuoso piece.

4)  Stravinsky: Three Pieces For Clarinet

8. Chamber Music (Only open for violin, viola, cello and piano)

Interview Content:

The specific requirements for “Chamber Music Performance” are as follow:

Piano:

Total duration of the candidate’s programme should be no less than 75 minutes. Candidates will perform some music works selected by the judging panel from the following options. All programme, unless noted otherwise, should be performed from memory.

1) An Étude 

2) A polyphonic piece

3) A romantic piece

4) A modern-contemporary piece

5) Chamber music: Two music pieces of different periods, of which there must be one from the Viennese Classical Era. No need to perform from memory. Performing partners should be self-provided.

5.1) The first movement from a sonata collaborating with a string or wind instrument.

5.2) The first movement from a piano trio (piano, violin and cello).

Violin:

Total duration of the candidate’s program should be no less than 60 minutes. Candidates will perform some music works selected by the judging panel from the following options. All programs, unless noted otherwise, should be performed from memory.

1) The first movement or the second and third movements from a large concerto work, or a mesoscale virtuoso piece.
2) The first two movements (Adagio or Grave, and Fuga) from a Solo Violin Sonata and Partita by J. S. Bach or a chaconne music piece
3) One of the 24 Caprices for Violin by Paganini, Op.1.

4) Chamber music: Two music pieces of different periods, of which there must be one from the Viennese Classical Era. No need to perform from memory. Performing partners should be self-provided.

4.1) The first movement from a sonata or duo collaborating with piano.

4.2) The first movement from a string trio/quartet or piano trio (piano, violin and cello).

Viola:

Total duration of the candidate’s program should be no less than 60 minutes. Candidates will perform some music works selected by the judging panel from the following options. All programs, unless noted otherwise, should be performed from memory.

1) Prelude and Sarabande from one of the suites by J. S. Bach.

2) A slow and a fast movement from one of the suites by M. Reger.

3) The first movement or the second and third movements from a large concerto (including Bartok Concerto, Schwanendreher by Hindemith, or Suites by Bloch). 
4) Chamber music: Two music pieces of different periods, of which there must be one from the Viennese Classical Era. No need to perform from memory. Performing partners should be self-provided.

4.1) The first movement from a sonata or duo collaborating with piano.

4.2) The first movement from a string trio/quartet or piano trio (piano, violin and cello)
Cello:

Total duration of the candidate’s program should be no less than 60 minutes. Candidates will perform some music works selected by the judging panel from the following options. All programs, unless noted otherwise, should be performed from memory.

1) One of Piatti’s 12 Caprices.

2) Prelude and Sarabande from one of Suites No.4/5/6 by J. S. Bach. 
3) The first movement of a major concerto.

4) Chamber music: Two music pieces of different periods, of which there must be one from the Viennese Classical Era. No need to perform from memory. Performing partners should be self-provided. 
4.1) The first movement from a sonata or duo collaborating with piano.

4.2) The first movement from a string trio/quartet or piano trio (piano, violin and cello).

Specific requirements for 'Traditional Chinese Orchestra Performance': 

* Three designated songs 

 (There will be three designated songs among which one will be taken out to play on the test site.) 

* Two optional songs within the limited scope 

 (Candidates should choose two songs within the following optional songs among which one will be taken out to play on the test site.) 
* The playing time is limited to 12 minutes

Note: Each jazz piece must include an impromptu part, which can be accompanied by a band, accompaniment track or piano. The accompaniment track can be used with James Absold Play Alone "Band in a box" software or "IphoneRealbook" software.
III. Music Technology and Applications

1. MIDI Music Production
1) Computer-based Test, including two parts:

Part I - MIDI music production: use a computer to produce a 90S-120S MIDI music piece according to the specified music materials.
Part II - Music and sound production report writing: make an in-depth and comprehensive elaboration on the music produced by yourself.

2) Interview: Performing a self-selected music work with an instrument of your own choice, sight-reading or improvisation; professional knowledge test (randomly pick 2 questions and answer comprehensively); free Q&A

2. Recording Art
1) Computer-based Test,  including two parts:

Part I - Multitrack audio synthesis: use a computer to synthesize the specified file materials into a stereo master copy. 

Part II - Music and sound synthesis report writing: make an in-depth and comprehensive elaboration on the music synthesized by yourself.

2) Interview: Performing a self-selected music work with an instrument of your own choice, or audio listening and identification as an alternative (randomly pick 2 questions and answer: subjective evaluation of the sound, technical characteristics of the recording, feelings brought by the music, music style identification); professional knowledge test in the form of Q&A; free Q&A.

3. Music Technology

1) Computer-based Test ,  including two parts:

Part I - Music technology production: use a computer to produce music programs (or sound art projects, or music and interactive media work not less than 1 minute in length) as required

Part II - Music work production report writing: make an outlined elaboration on the music produced by yourself

2) Interview: Performing a self-selected music work with an instrument of your own choice, or audio listening and identification as an alternative (randomly pick 2 questions and answer: subjective evaluation of the sound, technical characteristics of the recording, feelings brought by the music, music style identification); professional knowledge test in the form of Q&A; free Q&A.

4. Digital Media Art Research

1) Computer-based  Test 

Digital Media Design and Production: video editing

2) Interview:

Involving music, performance, common sense of film theory and film works;

Art performance: instrument or vocal music performance will be a plus.

5. Music Pedagogy

1) Interview content: Select from the following option a, b, c or d according to your major:

a) Themed lesson delivering: (the themes will be announced within one week before the exam) perform 2 self-selected music pieces in the form of instrument performance or vocal singing

b) Piano performance: (1) one skill-based etude (compulsory)

(2) randomly pick 2 pieces from 4 works of different historical periods

(3) sing a song while playing the melody to it

c) Vocal singing: (1) one vocalise (compulsory)

(2) randomly pick and sing 2 songs from 4 works of different styles (there must be at least one art song and the candidate should bring his/her own accompaniment)

(3) sing a song while playing the melody to it

d) Keyboard harmony and piano improvisation:
(1) Piano performance: one Chopin Etude, one self-selected music piece or one allegro movement of a sonata (styles including: classical music, romantic and modern style)

(2) Chords sequence (3 questions)

(3) Transposition (1 question, within four sharps and four flats)

(4) Melody Arrangement (1 question)

(5) Improvisation: compose and improvise one music work based on the motive  provided (the candidates will have  45 minutes to prepare)

6. Music Instruments Repair and Making

Interview content:

1) Core subject test:

a) Bring a violin made by yourself and the judging panel will grade it in terms of the craft and tone.

b) Violin making operation skill test

(Note: The violin for the first test must be made by the candidate him/herself. Those who is found to cheat in the exam will be disqualified)

Specific requirements:

(1) The violin made by the candidates will be judged based on the craftsmanship, paint, assembly technique and the overall impression This part accounts for 50%.

(2) Select an important skill in violin making (usually within 2 hours) as the subject of the exam. The candidates’ performance will be judged based on his/her application and mastery of the tools, whether his/her operation is normative and appropriate, the quality of the parts he/she made and the overall impression. This part accounts for 50%

2) Oral Test: professional knowledge test covering the history of violin making, the main procedures of violin making, painting and the repair of violin. It is intended to test the candidate's theoretical basis, logical thinking, expressive ability and thinking sensitivity through the interview and give marks accordingly. 

7. Art Administration 

Examination Content:

(1) Written test: Art Administration Theory and Practice. Requirements: candidates should be familiar with art administration related theories and can use them properly for case analysis or designated project design.

(2) Interview: a) Professional oral English test; b) Art specialty display; c) Basics of Music Art, including: basic knowledge on Chinese and Western music art, music appreciation and communication; and d) basic knowledge on management theory and the management of non-profit organization.
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
